. Drunk driving fatalities have decreased 36% since 1991, and 52% since 1982.

. In 2020, alcohol-impaired driving fatalities increased 14% and accounted for 30%
of the total vehicle traffic fatalities.

. High-risk impaired drivers continue to wreak havoc on our nation’s
roadways accounting for 71% of drunk driving fatalities.

. Among persons under 21, drunk driving fatalities have decreased almost
83%, reaching a record low level of 906 in 2019.
